The septic tank collects and stores sewage solids
using chemicals that break down waste. When
broken down, the remaining liquid passes through
the outlet pipe to a soakaway and when the storage
gets full, the septic tank must be cleaned and
pumped.

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Domestic Septic Tanks

Alternative Drainage provides domestic septic tank repair and replacement
services for households across the Yorkshire region.

Found mainly in rural areas, septic tanks are
small scale sewage treatment systems used
in locations with no connection to the main
sewage pipe work.

A septic tank typically has a capacity of 4000 -
7500 litres and is connected to an inlet wastewater
pipe from the home to the septic tank. Wastewater
enters the first chamber of the tank, allowing solids
to settle and scum to float. The settled solids are
anaerobically digested reducing the volume of
solids. The liquid component flows through the
dividing wall into the second chamber where further
settlement takes place with the excess liquid then
draining in a relatively clear condition from the
outlet into a soak away normally located under the
lawn or field.

Domestic septic tanks can incur various common
problems including blockages, bad smells,
overflowing waste and boggy conditions in the
overflow area around the tank. The Alternative
Drainage team have obtained considerable years
of knowledge and expertise in repairing, installing
and replacing septic tanks for homes.
